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Short Report of the Seminar

International seminar of ‘The Legal Regime of the Caspian Sea’ was
held at the Faculty of Law and Political Science of the University
of Tehran on February 24, 2019. The seminar was organized by “the
Center for Central Eurasia Studies” (CCES) of the University of
Tehran,” AllamehTabatabei University” and ‘Iranian Regional Studies
Association”.

The panelists who participated in this event were Dr. Sergey Mikheev,
General director of the Institute for Caspian sea Cooperation from the
Russian Federation, Dr. Mukhit Ardager Sydyknazarov, director of
the Institute for Modern Studies at the Eurasian National University
from the Republic of Kazakhstan, Mr. Zardusht Alizade, director
of School of Journalism from the Republic of Azerbaijan, and Dr.
GuliYuldasheva, a lecturer at the Department of Contemporary history
at the Institute of History, Academy of Sciences from the Republic of
Uzbekistan.

At the beginning of the Seminar, Dr. Elaheh Koolaee, director of the
CCES, reviewed the latest developments with regard to the Aktau
Agreement and the legal regime of the Caspian Sea. Following her
remarks, Dr. Shiva Alizadeh, deputy director of the CCES, presented
a report of the institute’s past three seminars on the “Enquiry to the
Legal Regime of the Caspian Sea” which took place in 2018. The
first panelist, Dr. Sergey Mikheev, delivered a Video Speech on the
Russian perspective for the legal regime of the Caspian Sea. Then, Dr.
Mukhit Ardager Sydyknazarov, while highlighting a new beginning
in the history of the Caspian Sea, investigated some opportunities and
achievements brought about by the Agreement for Kazakhstan. The
third panelist, Mr. Zardusht Alizade reviewed recent developements
of Iran-Azerbaijan relations in the Caspian Sea and presented some
key observations in this regard.

Finally, Dr. Guli Yuldasheva, delivered a speech on the post-Karimov
regional foreign policy of Uzbekistan.
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Convention on the Legal Regime of the Caspian Sea:
A Russian View

Hereby I would like to express my gratitude to the organizers of the
conference for this opportunity to speak.

The Convention on the legal status of the Caspian Sea which was
signed on April 12,2018 by the heads of five Caspian Sea littoral states
reveals the strategic, military, political, and economic perspectives of
signatory countries.

If we talk about the military—political aspect, it is worth mentioning
that the Russian military presence in Syria has demonstrated the value
of the Caspian Sea for the implementation of Russian foreign policy
in the Middle East. During the Syrian crisis, the Russian military
launched Caliber missiles from the Caspian Sea for several times.
That would be impossible if the Caspian Sea was demarcated so that
the Russian fleet could not cross the borders of other states on its way
into Iranian waters or there were military bases of outside states in the
Caspian Sea.

All five littoral states of the Caspian Sea are interested in the absence
of tensions in the Middle East for reasons of their security. The ISIS
military organization, against which Russia conducted an effective
military campaign in Syria, did not hide its plans to destabilize the
region and eventually captured some or all of the territories of all
countries that have the Caspian coast.

Now the Convention fixes a provision on the non-admission of the
presence of armed forces of non-regional powers in the Caspian Sea,
defines five Caspian states to be responsible for maintaining maritime
security.

As for the possible fears of the Caspian Sea states regarding mutual
military security, there is a format for the five-sided summit of the
heads of states, which has repeatedly shown its effectiveness to
address such concerns.
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If we talk about the economy, then by ensuring a high level of
regional security, the Convention opens up prospects for promising
economic development of both the region and the entire economies of
the Caspian Sea countries in connection with the major trans-Eurasian
economic projects such as North-South corridor and One Belt One-
Road project.

Both of the above-mentioned projects require huge investments in
the infrastructure of the region which is impossible without solving
security issues and appropriate legal settlement. If the region’s
problems are not solved, its status would be incomprehensible, and
then large investors, even transport companies, won’t seek investing
in it. However, more understandable rules of the game should attract
various investors to the region and in case the West boycotts it,
investors will come from other regions like the Far East, the Middle
East, South Asia, and China. This will undoubtedly intensify working
in the region in all sectors, which will also require the conclusion of
new agreements and the search for consensus on various issues. These
issues are important especially in light of the presence of influential
players in the international arena who are interested in hindering the
implementation of the above-mentioned projects. To regulate this
process, the expansion of five-sided integration in a variety of formats
will be very useful.

However, if we talk about possible Western investments which usually
have high hopes to achieve, it seems that for a variety of reasons, first
and foremost the military-political nature, the United States and Great
Britain are not interested in the economic development of the Caspian
Sea region.

First, the Americans are not interested in the development of Russian
and Iranian relations as well as the development of the five-sided
format of cooperation in the Caspian Sea region. They would like
to be present in the region not just for the sake of being present but
to conduct their political game here, which would primarily ensure
American interests and share them among the countries of the region.
Better yet, it would make them in the face of conflict to seek outside
help from the United States.
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Secondly, the development of a non-primary economy will allow the
countries of the region to conduct a policy more independent of any
external influence. So far, these countries have succeeded in attracting
energy supply plans from Western markets; this fact creates a certain
frame of internal conflict and the attractiveness of the American
political model of managing the region.

Third, the development of the North-South infrastructure project
makes it possible to integrate the region into tighter economic
relations with Europe, which will reduce the heat of anti-Russian and
anti-Iranian moods in Europe, and in return will prevent the United
States and Great Britain from pursuing their policy of keeping the
Anglo-Saxon global dominance. The situation around the nuclear deal
with Iran clearly shows that the United States is directly working on
the issue against the interests of its European allies. Americans need
to keep Europe in the zone for their maximum influence, and for this
purpose, they are ready so much.

Fourth, the development of One Belt-One Road infrastructure
project will make supplying products from China and Asia to the
West possible, bypassing the US-controlled maritime logistics. That
will also be a significant blow to American global domination. The
Americans understand that China is trying to establish safer ways
of communication with Europe and escape from the possible strike
at sea. The Caspian region can play an important role in this issue.
Therefore, Americans are not interested in the development of local
infrastructure.

For these reasons, the United States aims to intervene in the geopolitics
of the Caspian Sea region. However, this task is repeatedly complicated
by the signing of the Convention by all five Caspian littoral states as
sovereign entities that consciously pursue their national interests.

Successful implementation of the North-South corridor and One
Belt-One Road projects potentially opens the way for the economic
prosperity of the Caspian region as a crossroads of the largest trans-
Eurasian logistics routes from Asia and the Far East to the richest
markets in the West, especially in Europe.

By the way, in parallel, the establishment of new infrastructure
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will inevitably contribute to the creation of an overall new system
of economic and logistical relations in world markets and their exit
from total American control. At the same time, it can help for the
development of parallel payment systems, which will undermine the
monopoly of the dollar - the main weapon of the United States in
financial transactions. We see attempts to do this in this regard in
the relations between Iran and some European companies which are
interested in continuing to be active in Iranian projects.

These issues are important to consider not just to practice one more
anti-American rhetoric, but to objectively analyze the current situation.

In addition to the commodity and logistics of Trans-Eurasian
prospects, new opportunities are opening up for the implementation
of large energy projects within the framework of the EAEU.

The convention also creates conditions for more fruitful cooperation
among Caspian countries in the field of exploitation of the Caspian
Sea bed resources, which are located on the borders of the adjacent
maritime territories. In this area, the Russian Federation has made
certain concessions for the sake of its more important aspects of the
Convention. This should be assessed by other countries in the region.

Initially, Moscow advocated that sub-sea communication structures
should be built with the consent of all five countries, but now the draft
document only notes the need for the countries to agree, according to
the bottom of whose territorial waters the corresponding structures
will pass. But at the same time there is a requirement to transfer some
information about the route of such a structure. In addition, the project
must comply with the environmental requirements of agreements to
which the five countries are parties. This provision of the Convention
theoretically allows Turkmenistan and Azerbaijan to build a trans-
Caspian gas pipeline to transport Central Asian hydrocarbon resources
to the European Union markets.

If the Trans-Caspian gas pipeline is built, then Turkmenistan’s gas
can enter the European markets, which will create competition with
Russian projects, in particular with the Turkish Stream project that
could supply gas both to Turkey and presumably further to southern
Europe. But one should not forget that the gas pipeline must pass
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through the central part of the sea, which is under common jurisdiction,
and its route must be coordinated by all Caspian littoral countries,
including Russia. Consequently, there are plenty of options in order
to influence the process of its construction if necessary, or to give
consent if certain specific conditions are favorable to Russia.

In addition, the completion of the construction of the Turkish stream
on the territory of Turkey can create conditions for the connection of
a possible new pipeline from the Caspian region to it.

There are serious grounds for understanding that the United States
may not be too interested in implementing the Trans-Caspian gas
pipeline project, which can supply Europe with gas competitive to
American LNG resource. It is a strong factor (given the influence of
Americans and Europeans in Azerbaijan and Turkmenistan) so the
United States will not allow the quick implementation of the project.
The United States intends to aggressively promote its liquefied gas
sale to all world markets, including the European Union. It is not
thinking that this is just the quirks of President Trump. Most likely,
this is a long-term policy.

Ultimately, the signing of documents on the settlement of the legal
status of the Caspian Sea opens up significant opportunities for the
development of the region. At the same time, an important factor for
achieving the most effective results will be to keep the process of the
five-sided cooperation of the Caspian countries at a high level.

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The Convention on the Status of the Caspian Sea in 2018 as a

New Benchmark for Security, Economy and Ecological Issues
Mukhit-Ardager Sydyknazarov

Introduction

At the signing ceremony of the Interstate Agreement on the
delimitation of the Northern part of the Caspian Seabed on July 6,
1998, in Moscow, President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Nursultan
Nazarbayev accurately described the essence of the Caspian issues:
“Without solving the issue of political stability in the Caspian Sea,
there is no need to talk about oil. Usually, oil brings either wealth or
blood. Not only pipelines but also political decisions are needed for
the flow of oil”

It’s been 20 years.

On August 12, 2018, the historical Caspian Summit was held in the
Kazakh city of Aktau. It was held on a symbolic day - the day of the
Caspian Sea. Annually, Caspian Sea states celebrate this day on August
12 - the day of entry into force of the “Framework Convention for the
protection of the marine environment of the Caspian Sea” in 2016.

This summit went down in history by the fact that almost after 30 years
of discussion and negotiations, a historical document- the Convention
on the legal status of the Caspian Sea- was signed. Together with
the final document, the littoral states concluded 17 international
agreements.

The Aktau Convention is a historical achievement and a key step
toward political, economic, military and political cooperation, future
field development projects, development of ports, energy and transport
infrastructures, securitization of energy and industrial flows, fisheries,
environmental projects and other tasks.

Immediately after the adoption of the Convention, UN Secretary-
General Antonio Guterres welcomed it and called it a historic
achievement on the way to regional cooperation, which is necessary
for the maintenance of international peace and security.
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Kazakhstan is entrusted with the honorary function of the Depositary
of the Convention. The Convention adopted shall be subject to
ratification and enter into force on the date of receipt by the Depositary
of the fifth instrument of ratification. Instruments of ratification shall
be deposited with the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Research Background

Since the collapse of the Soviet Union, the Caspian basin has become
an intersection of the economic and geopolitical interests of five
countries. All these have caused an acute struggle for influence on
the countries of the region. In addition, the question arose about the
adoption of the document governing the relationship between the
parties in the Caspian Sea.

Kazakhstan minister of Foreign Affairs Kasym-Zhomart Tokayev
wrote in 2002: “With the acquisition of sovereignty in the states of
the Caspian region, there was a clear understanding that the real
independence would be largely determined by the solution of the issue
of jurisdiction over energy resources. The oil boom and the interest
of coastal states in the early development of hydrocarbon reserves of
the Caspian Sea basin have pushed Caspian littoral states to find a
mutually acceptable solution.”

In the early 1990s, the new independent states, which emerged as
a result of the collapse of the USSR - Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan and
Turkmenistan, national programs on the use of the Caspian Sea
resources emerged, which required legal registration of exclusive rights
to develop offshore and marine deposits of all Caspian littoral States.

By the mid-1990s, the problem of the legal status of the Caspian Sea
acquired a broad international significance. By that time, strategic
projects for oil and gas extraction from the sea bed began to be
implemented.

It is important that the signing of the Convention was the result of a
reasonable compromise of all parties, since none of the Caspian States
eventually realized its original position on this issue. Everyone had
to make some concessions. The Convention is a prime example of a
‘win-win’ situation.
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The importance of the Convention lies primarily in establishing
confidence-building measures among countries of the region. The
parties realized that disputing issues could successfully be solved and
this is a positive fact.

Today, the political leadership of the Caspian countries demonstrates
a constructive attitude to the systematic solution of the most pressing
issues of the regional situation.

The Regional situation in the Caspian Sea is influenced by the five
littoral states. Despite the signing of the Convention and other important
regional documents, the geopolitical situation in the Caspian region is
significantly influenced by the so-called background factors. This is
the dynamics of regional processes in the Middle East, Central Asia
and Afghanistan which are adjacent to the region and the activities
of other external players -the United States, China, European Union,
Turkey and non- state actors.

The Convention as a historical document, which in the information
space was informally referred to as the Aktau Convention - is a great
achievement in modern history of Kazakhstan’s Independence, as it
gives our future generations a clear political and legal understanding
in relations with coastal states. With its help, all Kazakhstan’s land
and sea border issues will be resolved once and for all.

The adoption of the Convention means a completely new stage
in cooperation regarding the historical, political and economic
development of the Caspian Sea. In future negotiations between
coastal states, the Convention will be the sole document in which
they refer.

The Chronology of Caspian Summits
2002.

In Ashgabat, the capital of Turkmenistan, the leaders of five coastal
states at the highest level agreed to resolve issues on the Caspian Sea.

2007.
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The Declaration on Maritime security and stability was signed in
Tehran, Iran’s capital.

2010.

The heads of five countries agreed on cooperation in the field of
security in the Caspian Sea, but did not sign the Convention on the
legal status of the sea in Baku, the capital of Azerbaijan.

2018.

The Convention on the status of the Caspian Sea was signed in the
Kazakh city of Aktau.

Kazakhstan’s right to develop and transport energy resources in the
Caspian Sea is guaranteed by the agreements on the division of the
seabed which was previously signed between Russia, Azerbaijan and
Turkmenistan.

Structure and Main Provisions of the Convention

The Convention has signed in Aktau on August 12, 2018 in one
original copy in Azerbaijani, Kazakh, Russian, Turkmen, Farsi and
English languages, all texts being equally authentic.

In case of any disagreement, the parties will refer to the English text.
The Convention consists of 24 consecutive articles.

According to the international document, “the Caspian Sea is delimited
by inland waters, territorial waters, fishing zones and common water
space”. Moreover, “the outer border of territorial waters is the state
border”.

Jointly agreed terminology in the first article:

“the Caspian Sea” — is the reservoir surrounded by land territories
of the Parties which coasts are put on sea navigation maps of scale
1:750 000 of Head Department of navigation and Oceanography of the
Ministry of Defense of the Russian Federation, St. Petersburg, number
31003, the archive edition of 17.04.1997, was printed in 1998; number

31004, the archive edition of 04.07.1998, was printed in 1999; number
31005, the archive edition of 16.11.1996, was printed in 1998 which
certified copies are attached to this Convention and are its integral
part.

“Reference line"—a line consisting of normal and straight reference
lines.

“Normal baseline” is a line of the average annual level of the Caspian
sea at minus 28.0 meters relative to zero of the Kronstadt footstock
of the Baltic system of heights of the year of 1977, located on the
mainland of the Caspian state or its Islands, indicated on the large —
scale maps officially recognized by the Caspian state.

“Straight baselines” are straight lines connecting the respective points
of the coast and forming a baseline in places where the coastline is
winding or where there is a chain of Islands along the coast and in
close proximity to it.

The method of establishing direct baselines is determined by a separate
agreement between all Parties.

If the coastal state has a coastal configuration that puts it at a known
disadvantage in terms of the establishment of inland waters, this fact
will be taken into account in the work on this methodology in order to
achieve the agreement of all five Parties.

“Internal waters” — the waters located towards the coast from initial
lines.

“Territorial waters” - a sea belt, which is subject to the sovereignty of
the coastal state.

“Fishing zone” means a marine belt in which the coastal state has the
exclusive right to fish for aquatic biological resources.

“Common water area” — part of the water area located outside the
fishing area and is in use by all Parties.

“Sector” — the sites of the bottom and subsoil differentiated between the
Parties for subsoil use and other lawful economic activity connected
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with the development of resources of the bottom and subsoil.

“Water biological resources” - fish, mollusks, crustaceans, mammals
and other species of aquatic animals and plants.

“Shared water biological resources” mean water biological resources
managed jointly by the Parties.

“Craft” is any type of activity, the purpose of which is the removal of
aquatic biological resources from their natural habitat.

“Warship” means a vessel belonging to the armed forces of a Party,
bearing external marks distinguishing such vessels of its nationality,
under the command of an officer who is in the service of the
government of that Party and whose name is inscribed on the relevant
list of military personnel or an equivalent document and having a
crew subject to regular military discipline.

“Ecological system of the Caspian Sea” - interacting components of
air, water and biological organisms, including humans, within the
Caspian Sea and land under the influence of the proximity of the sea.

“Pollution” — the introduction by man, directly or indirectly, of
substances, organisms or energy into the ecological system of the
Caspian Sea, including from land-based sources, which cause or may
lead to such harmful effects to biological resources and life at sea,
danger to human health, interference with activities at sea, including
craft for aquatic biological resources and other legitimate uses of the
sea, reduce the quality of sea water and worsen recreational conditions.

Article 3 of the Convention on the status of the Caspian Sea defines
the following as the basic principles of activities of five coastal states
on the reservoir:

1) respect for sovereignty, territorial integrity, independence, sovereign
equality of states, non-use of force or threat of force, mutual respect,
cooperation, non-interference in each other internal affairs;

2) Using the Caspian Sea for peaceful purposes, turning it into a
zone of peace, good-neighborliness, friendship and cooperation, and
resolving all issues related to the Caspian Sea by peaceful means;
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3) Ensuring security and stability in the Caspian region;

4) Ensuring a stable balance of armaments of the parties in the Caspian
Sea, implementation of military construction within reasonable
sufficiency, taking into account the interests of all Parties without
compromising the security of each other;

5) Compliance with agreed confidence-building measures in the field
of military activities in a spirit of predictability and transparency in
accordance with common efforts and international treaties concluded
between all Parties to enhance regional security and stability;

6) Non-presence of other countries armed forces which do not belong
to the Parties in the Caspian Sea;

7) Parties non-provision of their territories to other states for actions
of aggression and other military purposes against any Party;

8) Freedom of navigation beyond the borders of each Party’s territorial
waters, subject to the sovereign and exclusive rights of all coastal
states and the rules established by them in this regard with respect to
the activities determined by the Parties;

9) Safety of navigation;

10) The right to free access from the Caspian Sea to other seas, oceans
and back generally recognized principles and norms of international
law and agreements of the Parties concerned, taking into account the
legitimate interests of the transit Party in order to expand international
trade and economic development;

11) Navigation in the Caspian Sea, passage to/from it exclusively by
vessels under the flag of each Party;

12) Application of agreed norms and rules on reproduction and
regulation of using joint water biological resources;

13) Liability of each party which allows pollution to enter the sea
resulting in a damaging effect to the ecological system of the Caspian
Sea;
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14) Protection of natural environment of the Caspian Sea, conservation,
restoration and rational use of its biological resources;

15) Promotion of scientific research in the field of ecology, conservation
and using biological resources of the Caspian Sea;

16) Freedom of civil aircraft flight in accordance with the rules of the
International civil aviation organization (ICAO).

17) Conducting marine scientific research beyond the territorial waters
of each Party in accordance with the legal norms agreed upon by the
Parties, while respecting the sovereign and exclusive rights of coastal
states, as well as rules established by them in this regard with respect
to certain types of research.”

As we see, the 6th principle, which calls non-presence of the Armed
forces of non-Caspian States in the sea, seems to be important,

Article 11 sets out in detail the procedure for the presence of vessels,
including military ones, in the Caspian Sea.

Article 14 is entirely devoted to an important issue, that is laying of
cables, oil and gas pipelines at the sea bed.

Article 17 is devoted to the cooperation of the Caspian states “in order
to counter international terrorism and its financing, illicit trafficking in
weapons, narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and their precursors,
poaching, prevention and suppression of smuggling of migrants by
sea, as well as other crimes which may happen in the region”.

The adoption of the Convention does not mean the end of consultations
on the Caspian Sea. Such meetings will carry mandatory annual
meetings especially at the level of foreign Ministers.

Article 19 states that “in order to effectively implement the Convention
and review cooperation in the Caspian Sea, the Caspian states shall
establish a mechanism of five-party regular high-level consultations
under the auspices of the Ministries of Foreign Affairs, which as a rule
Should be held at least once a year alternately in one of the coastal
states in accordance with the agreed rules of procedure”.
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Natural and economic parameters of the Caspian Sea.

The Caspian Sea is the largest inland body of water in the world,
larger than Great Lakes in America and Victoria Lake in East Africa.

About 130 large and small rivers flow into the Caspian Sea, mainly
from the North and West. The largest one is the Volga River.

The length of the Caspian Sea is approximately 1030 km, its maximum
width- 435 km and minimum width -196 km. The sea is not connected
to any of the world oceans; currently the level of the Caspian Sea is
26.5 m below the average level of the world oceans.

The total length of the Caspian coast is almost 7 thousand km; the
surface area is 386,400 km® The volume of water in the lake is
— 78 700 km’. The sea is located at the junction of Europe and Asia
and its coastal zone is home to more than 5 million people. The area
of the Caspian Sea is currently about 371,000 km?.

The Caspian Sea, hydrocarbons, huge aquatorias, multi-directional
interests of various external players, the main world centers of power,
against the background of the rather conflicting interests of the
Caspian states themselves in the Caspian Sea — everything happened
peacefully, in the format of interstate, bilateral and multilateral
negotiations, and that is good.

Therefore, the Convention for the 5 littoral States is a stage for
coordination in achieving their interests.

In economic terms, the Caspian Sea contains 70 billion barrels
of proven oil and 15 trillion cubic meters of natural gas. Now the
Caspian Sea is a new region. The Caspian Sea’s share of hydrocarbon
production in Soviet era was rather marginal. The emergence of three
new sovereign states naturally increased economic competition in this
region. For us, the Caspian Sea has the same importance as the Persian
Gulf for the Gulf countries, Arab monarchies and Iran, in the same
way the Gulf of Mexico for the United States and so on.

Peace of mind, predictability in future decisions in economic,
environmental domains, that’s what the Convention proposes.
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The Caspian issue is a matter of oil and transit. Let me give you a
simple example. Until the division of the Caspian Sea is settled in
legal aspects, it is impossible to lay pipelines for transportation of
Turkmen or Kazakh oil to Europe.

It should be noted that the problem of the status of the Caspian Sea
has been discussed for almost 30 years. The problem is gray, like the
Caspian Sea itself. Its essence is in the principle of division of the
Caspian Sea by all 5 littoral States -Azerbaijan, Iran, Kazakhstan,
Russia, and Turkmenistan. Whether to consider it as the sea and divide
it on the median line or to consider it as the internal reservoir— then
a country gets more, the other get less portion or to divide it in equal
parts so that all coastal States each gets a 207/. share.

It is known that the text of the Convention on the legal status of the
Caspian Sea which was declared last year, is ready.

In the geopolitical plan unlike the other regions where there are
Maritime and territorial disputes, the Caspian region still has the main
factor- trust.

It is from the Caspian Sea that there is convenient access to other
regions of the world — Central Asia, the Caucasus and the Middle East,
a kind of geopolitical triangle where the interests of so many regional
powers converge and collide. All these were rather complicated the
process of decision-making and development of a single consolidated
Convention at the time of the Caspian summit in Aktau, than facilitated
the task.

The issue is so important that a number of states have even created
special “Caspian” analytical structures” whose main task was to
prepare and substantiate certain concepts to address issues of the legal
status of the Caspian Sea for national and international designers.

Potentially, treaty-based aspects are always security issues, in
particular the inclusion in the Convention on the legal status of the
Caspian Sea, the principle of the inadmissibility of the presence of
armed forces of non-regional countries in the Caspian sea which were
initiated by Russia and Iran.
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Issues of cooperation, transport, navigation, ecology and environment
are contractual and conflict-free.

Regarding security issue, I would like to note that Caspian Sea has
already been militarized implicitly, as evidenced by the launches of
the Russian Navy and CCS missiles as part of the Syrian operation.
Moreover, active militarization occurred in the war, relatively
geographically remote from the Caspian region, I mean the Syrian
conflict.

The risks for Kazakhstan from the Caucasus, I mean the influence of
radical religious and extremist movements, have always gone through
including the Caspian Sea.

Last year Kazakhstan Minister of Foreign Affairs KairatAbdrakhmanov
confirmed the determination to resolve the issue of international
legal status at the political level, that “there is common mood and
understanding to sign the Convention” in Astana at the summit of
Heads of States”.

This was also declared by Sergey Lavrov, Russian Minister of Foreign
Affairs following the seventh meeting of foreign Ministers of the
Caspian Sea countries in 2017. The Ministers’ attention was focused
on the documents regulating the five-party cooperation in the spheres
of security, economy, transport, and military navigation.

Progress on this issue, by taking into account, hydrocarbon resources
and the strategic importance of the Caspian Sea, is proceeding, but
not at the pace we like. These are decisions made in 1998 between
Azerbaijan, Russia and Kazakhstan and in 1998 — on the Northern
Caspian Sea — a supplement to the same document was added in 2002.

Previously in 2016 Moscow had ratified the change.

There is good progress on bilateral agreements on the Caspian Sea,
for example between Kazakhstan and Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan and
Turkmenistan, and trilateral documents between Kazakhstan, Russia,
and Azerbaijan have been exchanged.

The 15 miles offshore is a zone of state sovereignty, the next 10 miles
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is a zone of exclusive fishing rights. The edge of the 25-mile zone is
given the status of the state border.

Fishing can be conducted throughout the 25-mile zone, except for
border areas and territorial waters.

Regarding the delineation of water areas, the seabed, subsoil, the
regime of navigation and fisheries, most of the Caspian sea remains in
common use by the parties.

The Convention does not put an end to all outstanding issues. The
adopted Convention is the basis for resolving further issues on which
the Caspian States have disputable positions.

Last year, Kazakhstan Minister of foreign Affairs confirmed the
determination to resolve the issue of international legal status at the
political level, that “there is a common mood and understanding to
sign the Convention” in Astana at the summit of heads of states”.

Without the Caspian Sea sturgeon, the sea would be without the future.
Almost 907. of the world sturgeon reserves are concentrated here.

In the Caspian Sea, the sad experience of the Aral Sea should not be
repeated in environmental terms.

The Caspian basin in terms of mineral and is one of the oldest and
largest oil-producing in the world. At the same time, the region has
not yet been fully studied: data on oil reserves are predictive.

The principle of a modified median line equidistant from the shores
of all Caspian States — Kazakhstan, Russia and Azerbaijan. This
method is widespread in the law of the sea and was first formally
introduced in 1958 at the Geneva Convention on the continental shelf.
The complexity and inherent controversy of this method was that this
method was justified for the oceans and seas.

If you divide by the law of the sea, the coastlines are drawn, and the
shelf is divided into five parts. If you divide according to the rules of
the internal reservoir, then everything depends on the agreements of
all five States. Accordingly, everything depends on their decisions.

The Geneva Convention introduced the concept of legal continental
shelf of a coastal state as “the natural extension of its land territory” and
“the underwater extension of the continental shelf of a coastal state”.
It follows that the legal concept of the continental shelf is broader
than its geographical concept, since it includes, in addition to the shelf
itself, coastal areas of the seabed where there is no continental shelf
in the geological sense, as well as areas of the seabed beyond the
continental shelf.

The fact that the issue has been resolved for so long also shows that the
positions of the coastal States have been verified. Since, if someone
once established in accordance with these rules, the outer limits of its
continental shelf, this coastal state would not have the right to change
them then at its discretion.
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In the latter case, delimitation should be carried out by agreement
in accordance with equitable principles and taking into account all
relevant circumstances in such a way as to leave to each party, to the
extent possible, all those parts of the continental shelf that constitute
a natural continuation of its land territory at sea and under the sea
without interfering with the natural continuation of the land territory
of the other party.

In accordance with article 77 of the 1982 Convention, the coastal state
exercises sovereign rights over the continental shelf exploration and
exploitation of its natural resources.

These rights are not equivalent to sovereignty and can only be
exercised in strict limited by international law purposes. However,
these rights are exclusive in the sense that if a coastal state does not
explore the continental shelf or develop its natural resources, no one
can do so without the express consent of the coastal state.

Before Aktau, the summits of heads of states of the Caspian countries
were held four times: in 2002 in Ashgabat, in 2007 in Tehran, in 2010 in
Baku and 2014 in Astrakhan. Important political decisions were made
at the summits of the heads of states in Baku and Astrakhan contributed
to the harmonization of a number of fundamental provisions of the
draft Convention on the legal status of the Caspian Sea.

Before each summit, the parties had high expectations, but the 2018
summit in Astana, which the official Akorda has already received
as a non — permanent member of the UN Security Council, has high
expectations. Therefore, this summit focused on serious expectations,
which eventually came true.

The consequences of signing the Convention
What led to the signing of this long-awaited Convention?

The fact that many investment projects could not only be developed
but also generally began due to legal uncertainty.

First. Let’s start with the fact that lack of certainty always paves the
way for unpredictability. Especially, when it comes to borders no
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matter how on land or on the water these borders are.

Therefore, legal clarity, “where is whose” and “what belongs to whom”
will allow investors to work in a potentially non-conflict zone both
politically and legally. Moreover, this will be reflected in the national
legislation of the Caspian states, increasing the responsibility of each
coastal state for the correct and safe use of the Caspian Sea in its part
of the border, providing the possibility of effective legal regulation of
such activities on the basis of national legislation correlated with the
Convention. At the same time, the share of independence of each state
in its zone will certainly be a priority and will be specified.

Second. Previously, in the context of different interpretations of
certain international legal instruments, decisions on the development
of natural resources were made by individual countries alone; often
third parties were not involved in this process, the latter in addition
to the implementation of their purely economic interests, pursued
far-reaching military and political goals. With the adoption of the
document, this should be strictly limited to the framework of the
future document.

Third. Relatively speaking, legal clarity will allow avoiding the
right of the strong actor in the Caspian Sea. Every wrong step of
any regional power in the Caspian Sea will be perceived not as a
step in the conditions of legal uncertainty, but as a violation of the
International ~Convention.

Fourth. Legal certainty will encourage States to a more precise and
active solution of environmental problems in the Caspian Sea, as it
will be clear at which part of the sea which country is the owner
and together the responsibility will lie on all, jointly and individually.
Some environmental problems are already on the agenda, some of
them may complicate the marine ecosystem seriously in the medium
term for a long time. We must not forget the sad fate of the same
internal reservoir, which the Aral Sea was. The legal framework
for the Caspian Sea will allow to limit the excessive, unregulated
exploitation of biological resources, to start the regeneration of rare,
including from the Red Book and species, to protect the biodiversity
of this beautiful world body of water, to reduce the threshold of the
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vulnerability of the unique ecosystem of the Caspian Sea where there
is a lot of endemic flora and fauna.

In future, the issue of abandoned, no longer operated structures on the
continental shelf will become more acute in the Caspian Sea.

As oil, gas and other mineral resources are exhausted, sooner or later
such installations and structures on the shelf will become unnecessary
and the problem of their environmentally safe elimination will be
arisen.

Thus, annually over 100 offshore drilling platforms are subject to
removal in the one Gulf of Mexico only.

It is obvious that drilling rigs, pipelines and other equipments left
in place at the end of using, will pose an increased danger to the
environment and shipping. The owners of such facilities are interested
in saving the financial resources necessary for their dismantling
and removal. Other users of the sea, expressing, for example, the
interests of trade, shipping, marine fishing, recreational companies,
are interested in removing these facilities.

Nowadays, the number of installations and structures for various
purposes in marine areas is increasing; it is possible to imagine how
serious this problem is.

Fifth. The point in the legal field on the Caspian Sea will allow
developing reliable, including alternative transport and logistics routes
and related infrastructure.

Sixth. Complete the importance. The adoption of the Convention on
the international legal status of the Caspian Sea will resolve security
issues of the Caspian states. The solution the issue will allow reducing
or neutralizing the emerging potentials of conflicts between a number
of Caspian states that have prevented their political and economic
cooperation. That is, the politicization of a purely legal issue that took
place earlier solves these problems in parallel.

Environmental issues that will be resolved after the adoption of the
Convention will work out more actively. Recall that the Coastal States
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(Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, Russia, Turkmenistan and Iran) signed the
framework Convention for the protection of the marine environment
of the Caspian Sea in November 2003.

Moreover, another signatory-Russia, in accordance with the decree
of the President of the Russian Federation, last 2017 was declared the
year of ecology.

There are also correlations and through the SCO, where all States
are members of the SCO should take into account the strategy of
development of the SCO until 2025, which approves the prospect of
cooperation of the SCO member States in the field of environmental
protection and the action plan for its implementation. Let us recall the
Tehran Convention, which remains the main instrument for solving
the environmental problems of the Caspian Sea.

Demilitarization of the Caspian Sea, de-radicalization and work to
prevent the risks of terrorist acts in the Caspian Sea are also of great
importance. As it is no secret that despite the conditions of world
oil prices, recession in the economy of a number of Caspian States,
the main funds of replenishment of the state budget is energy and
hence development, lies in the depths and waters of the Caspian sea,
therefore — these currents and potentially future investments need to
provide attractive political and investment stability.

The presence of good political will of all potential participants in such
a process, coupled with economic integration in the Caspian basin
instead of confrontation, should become an imperative of the national
interests of the Caspian States.

The Caspian Sea should become a region of peace and cooperation,
not in words but in deeds. Not a place for disagreements.

The question of the legal status of the Caspian Sea and consequently
the issue of the division and development of the Caspian shelf; issues
of access to the world market of hydrocarbons, including the problem
of pipeline routes and export hubs.

All countries have their own ongoing or planned investment projects
on the list of fields that need to be developed and for which it is
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necessary to raise funds. One project of Kashagan development has
become a national project of Kazakhstan.

Findings and Conclusions

The signing of historical Convention on August 12, 2018 which will
enter into force after ratification by all signatories puts an end to
almost 30-years of discussions on its natural, climatic, economic, and
military parameters. Although there is no direct reference to the UN
Convention on the law of the sea, the text suggests that the Caspian
Sea subject is treated accordingly.

The division of the Caspian basin according to this document is
subject to rules similar to the provisions of the 1982 Convention on
the law of the sea, divided into internal waters, territorial waters (up to
15 nautical miles), fishing zones (up to 10 miles). The remaining part
of the water area and biological resources of the Caspian Sea will be
shared by the coastal states.

It is important to make a clear decision about the possibility of laying
pipelines and cables on the bottom of the Caspian Sea. The principle of
obtaining consent only from the state through which the construction
will be managed was introduced. The remaining coastal countries will
be informed.

Therefore, formally in the future, the causes of disputes and the
possibility of blocking various oil and gas pipelines will disappear.
However, the Convention provides that projects of this type must obtain
agreement on the environmental protection parameters of all countries.

Thus, Russia and Iran, as the key military and political states of
the Caspian Sea, receive a tool through which they will be able to
postpone the construction of unfavorable geo-economic pipelines.

The agreement is the result of a compromise. Russia gave way to the
principle of laying underwater pipelines because it wanted to preserve
the freedom of navigation of coastal states in the Caspian Sea. At
the same time, the favorable division of the bottom and depths has
been legalized. It will also strengthen Russia’s military presence in the
Caspian Sea. The Russian military authorities assessed and effectively
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demonstrated this possibility during their military operation in Syria.

The Syrian operation and the participation of the Russian armed
and aerospace forces have strengthened the militaristic aspect of the
Caspian Sea. On Oct 7, 2015 the first rocket launched at the facilities
of ISIS-DAISH in Syria. And there were several rounds of a missile
launch from a group of Russian flotilla at the Caspian Sea. Russia
has shown that it has strategic control over the Caspian Sea. In naval
terms, the two major powers in the Caspian Sea are Russia and Iran.
The articles of the Convention put an end to the cooperation of other
Caspian countries with the United States or China.

In Iran itself, the level of protection of national interests in the text
of the Convention is ambiguously assessed. At the summit in Aktau,
Iran’s president Hassan Rouhani argued that further negotiations
were needed to establish the border of jurisdiction over the waters
and the sea bed. In March of that year, the Islamic Republic of Iran
signed a Protocol with Azerbaijan on the joint exploitation of marine
hydrocarbons in the Caspian Sea. This means that countries of the
southern Caspian Sea will regulate these issues on a bilateral basis,
without requiring the consent of all States.

Azerbaijan and Turkmenistan can take advantage of the new rules
provided that disputes over the division of the seabed are resolved and
the EU receives financial support for the construction of the TRANS-
Caspian gas pipeline. So far, Turkmenistan has successfully exported
raw materials to China (since 2009) and has started the construction of
a pipeline to Pakistan and India (in 2015).

The Caspian issue is a matter of oil and its transit. With the adoption
of the Convention, the legal aspects of the division of the Caspian
Sea and the sea bed, the laying of pipelines for oil transportation,
these issues are keys for replenishing the Caspian states budgets and
consequently development of their economy, social programs and
increasing exports of hydrocarbons, etc.

Legal clarity will prevent the right of the strong in the Caspian Sea.
Every wrong step of any regional power in the Caspian Sea will be
perceived not as a step in the conditions of legal uncertainty, but as a
violation of the International Convention.

Baku-Thbilisi-Kars railroad and the North-South corridor projects.

The new Caspian Sea — the Black Sea and EU energy transport
corridor in the framework of INOGATE program.

Risks: geopolitical tension around the region and global challenges
and threats are not taken from the agenda; a variety of competing,
overlapping, and contradictory policy impulses; there will be certain
contradictions of interests regarding the extraction, processing and

transportation of the oil and gas and other commodities.

Conclusions

To sum up, deepening economic partnership between Iran and
Uzbekistan is quite achievable and is a real task. However, the tempos
and volume of the partnership will be dependent on many variables
which are being regulated in the course of the ongoing processes.

Much depends on the readiness of Europe, Russia, China, Turkey and
India to strengthen economic cooperation with Iran despite US anti-
Iranian sanctions.

Meanwhile in order to achieve progress, there should be positive changes
in three main spheres of bilateral relations: namely in transport sphere,
providing correspondent custom-transit regime and in banking sphere.
